Toys and games
What toys did you have when you were six and seven?
Tell me about a favourite toy you had. Do you still have it?
What games did you play?
How have toys changed since you were my age?
Do you think the toys you played with when you were my age were better than the toys today? Why?
What’s different about how children play today?
At school
Tell me about the school you went to when you were my age. 
What did you do in class?
How were children expected to behave at school?
What happened in the playground?
How did you get information and do your work when you were six and seven?
What is your happiest memory of school?
What didn’t you like about school? 
How has school changed from when you were young? Do you think school is better for kids now or then?  Why?
Getting around
How did you and your family go from place to place when you were young?
How did you travel when you went a long way, such as on holidays?
What was your favourite way to get around back then? 
In what ways has transport changed since you were young?
Which is better, transport then or now? What makes you think so?
