With you we join in rejoicing at having attained are object and we have no hesitation in
saying that the accomplishment will stand as a lasting monument of your efforts to alleviate those
unfortunates who were unable to help themselves. We wish you and yours every success in the
future and trust you will be long spared to witness the vast amount of happiness that will be
wrought by the abolition of this horrible drug.
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
