Copy the poem My True Love by Adam Kuitkowski and then paste it into the text box in this document. Click on each callout and drag and drop it into the appropriate spot to annotate the poem. When you are happy with your work, save it and compare your responses with your classmate’s response.

Poet uses conventional poetic language: fair skin, sparkling eyes, crystal-clear complexion. 





Last two lines subvert expectations by revealing that the ‘true love’ is in fact a computer. The language changes form poetic to modern including acronyms such as ‘RAM’ and ‘CPU’.





Each stanza has a traditional rhyme pattern: lines 2 and 4 rhyme.





Rhythm is even and reinforces the expectation that this is a conventional poem about the inner beauty of the writer’s beloved.





Rhythm: repetition of My true love helps to create a regular rhythm and reinforces the traditional poetic effect.
